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Boston Police reported that there have been recent residential burglaries off campus,
in the Foster Street area of Brighton.

Victims have reported that electronic devises have been stolen. Police report that in
most instances, residences have been found unsecured.

Lock your doors and windows. This includes patio doors and windows on
upper floors, and keep those access points secured at all times.
