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Article I. NAME 
The name of the board is the Boston College Institutional Review Board (hereinafter referred to 
as “BC IRB.”) 
 
 
Article II. PURPOSE 
The purpose of the BC IRB is to ensure compliance with Federal Policy for the Protection of 
Human Subjects (45 CFR 46 “Final Rule”) for federally funded studies, and observances of the 
policies of Boston College regarding the protection of human subjects in all research conducted 
by faculty, students or staff at Boston College.  
 
 
Article III. AUTHORITY 
The BC IRB is empowered to: 

1) Review all funded and unfunded research by faculty, staff, or students that involves the 









- Has identified him/herself for any other reason as having a conflicting interest (e.g., 
having a close personal or professional association with the submitting investigator, 
serving as co-investigator and/or the primary mentor for a student or postdoc 
investigator). 

It is the responsibility of each IRB member to disclose any COI in a study submitted to the IRB 
and recuse him/herself from the review of that protocol. No member may participate in the 
discussion of any research project in which the member has a conflict of interest, except to 
provide information or answer questions from the IRB as requested. Members
